CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

Pottery pieces to be delivered to the main pavilion under the grandstand between 2pm and 3pm on Sunday 28"
June 2026. Each entry is to be distinctly marked on the back with the artist’s name, address, phone number,
piece title, medium, selling price & category. There is a template at the rear of this schedule if you wish to use it.

Note: Entries can be left at the Show Office prior to this time, however they MUST be labelled as stated above
prior to delivery. The Show Office WILL NOT label items for competitors.

All exhibitors or their representatives must sign their pieces in and out at the time of delivery and collection.

All entries must stay on exhibit for the duration of the 2026 Townsville Show.
Entrant’s name will be displayed with each piece they enter. No other personal details will be displayed.

COLLECTION:
Entries must be collected between 9.00am and 11.00am on Tuesday 7" July 2026.

All exhibitors are allowed 2 pieces of work per category ONLY.

All wrapping for Pottery, boxes etc. MUST be removed from the venue by exhibitor, as no storage is available or
allowed on site.

All entries must have been completed in the last 24 months (1°* June 2024 - 28" May 2026) and not previously
exhibited anywhere.

All pieces completed in formal workshops or seminars are not eligible for entry.
All work entered MUST BE THE ORIGINAL WORK OF THE EXHIBITOR and no one else.

Your initials and date e.g. J.S. 03/23 or J.A.S. 03/23 must be carved underneath your piece. Failure to do so will incur
a penalty of loss of maximum points.

Entries with loose lids, parts, etc must be securely taped. Plaques and plates must have suitable stands, which are
to be labelled with your name, or return of stands cannot be guaranteed. No props etc to be displayed with entries.
It is recommended that fragile pieces be mounted in protective cases.

Do not felt bottoms, except for weighted pieces, e.g. chess pieces, bookends. Only 6 pieces of a chess set to be
displayed. Lamps, tiles, and mosaic pieces secured to a background may be exempt also.

All care will be taken with handling of entries, but no responsibility can be taken by the Show Association,
Judges or Stewards.
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As in any exhibition, the decision of the judges is final.

FREE PASSES WILL BE ISSUED TO ROSTERED STEWARDS BUT NOT TO GENERAL EXHIBITORS.
